Shakedown 2008  
Sunday 28th December 

The Christmas Pud Shakedown will be slightly different to previous years, so it 

is important  to make a note of what is happening. With the kind permission of 

the MOD Police Deputy Chief Constable, we are able to use the MOD site at 

Wethersfield.  This you would have read about in the last issue of Exploits. 

As this is an active site you MUST pre-book with your name and vehicle regis-

tration number to get onto site. All those attending, or likely to attend, should 

be named. You can pre-book with the comp sec in the usual way or, online on 

the forum. It is better to pre-book and not be able to attend!  You will need to 

bring your club card, as you do at trials, and cost for the day will be £20 per 

vehicle.  Vehicles will be scrutineered as usual.  Unfortunately no dogs are 

allowed on site and you will need photo ID to attend.  This can be your club 

card with a passport photo attached if you donôt have a driving license or pass-

port photo ID. 

Access will be via the main gate at MDP HQ Wethersfield (TL 711327) and the 

event will run from 09.00am-4.00pm.  Follow the orange direction arrows to 

the signing on area for registration and maps. 

Shakedown will have some trial sections and a navigational scatter as well as the 

usual driving, chatting and socialising. There will be a hot snack bar for tea/

coffee etc from Truly Scrumptious Catering and toilets will be available.

trial sections and scatter are optional and you do not have to take part to attend 

the Shakedown but they will make the day more adventurous and fun for the 

whole family. 

The navigational scatter will have punches at fixed posts that you will have to 

find at various points on the airfield site and punch the card. The idea is to find 

the punches and punch your card in the appropriate square. Not so easy when all 

you have is a map of the site covered with dots and some of the punches may be 

slightly óhiddenô or at least not so obvious. It will not be against the clock so you 

donôt have to rush about to get them all. The number of punches will be advised 

on the day.  If you bring your GPS there may be there opportunity to have some 

instruction in their use from an instructor, it might help find the punches. 

The trial sections will have trial gates set as usual.  The idea is to complete each 

section and if you do score you can go round again and again until you get a 

clear. Practise makes perfect. Dedicated marshals will be available to help if you 

do get stuck or lost.  If you knock down a cane YOU have to get out and put it 

back up again, so clear sections would mean clean hands. 

There will be some out of bounds areas, as this is a live and active site, but these 

will be clearly displayed on the maps that each entrant will be issued with on 

arrival. There are some speed limits on site and these should be adhered to as 

security will be in attendance.
